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Display and Safety:                                                                 

Safety precautions must be adhered to when developing any science fair displays. Regional guidelines are aligned with state regulations


Rules & Regulations:


Read the Rules and Regulations completely.  The deadline for entries is March 30, 2012. The deadline makes sure that there is the needed time for organization.





Each school may send up to 8 projects to the fair.  


Judging categories will again be the student’s age groups.

Animal Use:


Special precautions need to be taken if there is ANY experimentation on live animals or human participants. The animals may not be subjected to physical or psychological harm. All vertebrate/human projects MUST go through Safety Review Committee (SRC/IRB) before start of experimentation.





Project Display:


The backboard and any other items displayed must fit in an area that is 2 feet deep and 4 feet wide.  We will be using the cafeteria tables and have no space for projects to sit on the floor.  If needed, smaller models can be used to fit space. 
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The following items are NOT permitted to be displayed at the Regional Fair:





Any glassware including containers containing liquids. Have ALL students remove any glass items from their displays.





Any awards, medals, business cards. Even though these are impressive, they give an unfair advantage over other students.





Any sharp items or edges(syringes, needles, knives)  These can be hazardous to students or others viewing projects.





No open flames or anything combustible.





Mold regardless if it is in a container may not be present. Only pictures of the mold are allowable.





No food either human or animal food.





No postal addresses, www or email addresses, telephone or fax numbers of Finalists.





No Dry Ice or any other sublimating solids





NO ELECTRICITY will be available due to lack of space and safety.
